1999 and the mother of twin 7-year old boys, Amare and Kamare, Adrienne 
desperately wants to give her sons a safe, stable place to grow up and a chance 
to let her boys—be boys. She wants to be able to let them run, jump, play, and 
explore. She wants them to have the stability that comes from having a home of 
their own. She wants them to learn and grow and stretch themselves into 
becoming the fine young men she knows they can be.  
 
But all of these dreams are difficult to achieve, even for an energetic young lady 
like Adrienne. Even though she is a hard working employee with the Division of 
Family and Resources, just meeting her family’s basic needs is a struggle. And 
now, as Adrienne attends classes at Purdue University North Central in an effort to 
become a nurse, time and money are really stretched to the limits.  
 
By the end of this summer much of that will change. As one of our 2009 LaPorte 
County Habitat for Humanity partner families, Adrienne and her sons will 
participate in a program that will provide them with an opportunity to finally achieve 
the comfort and stability of their own home. In late April of 2009, LCHFH plans to 
break ground on a brand new house for Adrienne’s family on Willard Avenue in 
Michigan City. Before the boys start school again in the fall, we hope to have them 
moved in.  
 
When asked what this means to her, Adrienne’s eyes light up with excitement and 
she proclaims what a “blessing” this will be for them and how “grateful” she is for 
this wonderful opportunity. She knows the required 500 hours of “sweat equity” are 
going to be hard work but she is so amazed at the kindness of strangers who will 
be willing to give up their own free time to help build her house.  
 
Adrienne has already picked out the colors for her new house. She has completed 
the required construction training classes with LCHFH and is preparing to begin 
her financial classes. But most of all, she is ready to start construction on her 
house and meet the volunteers. She continually expresses her gratitude and 
appreciation and calls the volunteers, one of the biggest blessings she thinks she 
will ever know.  
 
The funding and construction of Adrienne’s house is part of an alliance through 
Thrivent Builds with Habitat for Humanity and it is one of three houses that will be 
built in LaPorte County by LCHFH. All across the United States, families like 
Adrienne’s will begin construction on houses primarily funded by and built by 
Thrivent Builds and its members in local Lutheran churches throughout the US.
